	Vena cava


	Collects deoxygenated blood from top and bottom of body 

	Right atrium


	Site where deoxygenated blood pools 

	Tricuspid valve


	Link between right atrium and right ventricle, like doors

	Right ventricle


	Where blood collects before being pumped to lungs

	Pulmonary lunar valve


	Kind of door that prevents back flow to heart

	Pulmonary arteries


	Leads blood to the lungs where blood will receive oxygen and release carbon dioxide

	Pulmonary veins


	Leads back to heart ( heart is 2 pumps in one)

	Left atrium


	Where oxygenated blood collects after returning from lungs

	Mitral bicuspid valve


	Link between left atrium and left ventricle, like doors

	Left atrium


	Where oxygenated blood collects before being pumped to all over the body, very muscular
